WHAT IS ADVENT? 
 Advent is the time leading up to Christmas where we celebrate the hope, love, joy, and

peace that we find in Jesus coming to earth as part of God’s redemption plan. 

The events around Jesus’ birth were not all that easy for Mary and Joseph. The Roman
ruler of the time, Caesar Augustus, issued a command that everyone should be counted
in his empire. This was called a census. and everyone had to go back to their
hometown to be counted. This meant that Mary and Joseph had to go back to Joseph’s
hometown of Bethlehem which was 90 miles away.

They made this hard journey together on roads and over hills and would finally arrive
in Bethlehem. When they arrived, it was then time for the baby to be born. 

There was a problem when Mary and Joseph arrived. Many people had traveled back
to their hometowns, same with Bethlehem, and all the places to stay were full. Mary
and Joseph had to stay in a stable and it was there Jesus was born!
