consistently, then a meeting with parent/guardian, PSL, and Pastor to discuss pausing
volunteering will need to occur.




Ways to Serve

There are various ways to serve in dbKids such as:

e Model — When attending your class, being a model and helper to your peers when the
room leader allows.

e Worship Leader — On the weekend when worship begins in whole group for kids,
knowing the motions and coming up front to help lead.

e Child Room Volunteer- Signing up to volunteering with your parents, or yourself, in a
5tok and younger class.

o Please know that it is first come first serve to sign up on the board outside volunteer
room. In addition, there must be at least one class grade separation to be able to
serve in room (ex 15t grader can’t serve in 5 to K room).

e Event Volunteer - Helping set up or tear down at any dbKids event
e Other - There may be other ways dbKids staff announce
